R&B OUTDOOR BUDDY TOURNAMENTS

The following rules for these tournaments will be used and these rules will be interpreted by R&B Outdoors and all decisions are final.

                                       
1.     All participants will abide by all Federal, State and local regulations; there will be no exceptions.
2.     Eligibility: All individuals 18 years of age or older with a paid entry fee. A parent or guardian must accompany contestants under 18 years of age or they must have written parental consent. Entry forms must be completely filled out and signed by both contestants. Teams will consist of one (1) person per boat or two (2) people per boat. We reserve the right not to except any entry fee we feel is not in the best interest of the team tournament event. 
 
3.     Entry Fee: Entry fees are $80.00, which includes $50 for that day’s tournaments fees, $10 for big bass and $20 for the Year-End-Tournament. Entries will be accepted by mail and up to 10 minutes before the start of the tournament. Any entries received by mail and entries received at the ramp will be place in order as they are received.  There will be no refunds unless the Committee cancels the tournament.
 
4.     Paybacks: R& B Outdoor tournaments will pay 1 place for every 8 plus 1 team that is entered with a maximum of 20 places regardless of the number of teams entered. They will pay a Big Bass pot for every 20 plus 1 team to enter up to a maximum of 4 places regardless of the number of teams entered. 
 
5.     Check-in and Pre-meeting:  ONE MEMBER MUST CHECK IN THE MORNING OF THE TOURNAMENT. NOT TO DO SO WILL RESULT IN IMMEDIATE DISQUALIFICATION. A pre-meeting will take place on the water five (5) minutes prior to the official start.
 
6.     Tournament Hours: We reserve the right to assign flights and change hours if necessary. Hours will be re-announced before take-off.
 
7.     Fishing Location: Anywhere on the tournament lake, except any designated off limits, 50 yards of another contestants anchored boat with trolling motor up, 50 yards of any Marina gas pump and any “No fishing” by local, state or federal officials. At no time may a contestant leave the boat to land a fish. No trailering of the boat during tournament hours.
 
8.     Safety & Sportsmanship: Safe fishing and safe boating practice are expected during the tournament hours. Life jackets and kill switches must be used any time the boats big motor is running above an idle. No guns, alcohol or controlled substance can be used or allowed in the boat during the tournaments hours. 
 
9.     Boat and Horsepower regulations: Any boat 14 feet or longer and powered by a motor 10 horsepower or more with a kill switch will be accepted. Kill switches must be in working order. All boats must meet B.A.I. and Coast Guard requirements. Each boat must have a properly aerated live well.
 
10. Tackle and Equipment: Only artificial bait or pork lures may be used.  Pork style baits are allowed.  No trolling. All bass must 
      be caught on rod and reel and only one rod may be used at a time.
 
11. Scoring: Largemouth, Spotted, and Small mouth Bass will be counted. Five (5) fish per boat may be weighed in regardless of whether boat has one or two fishermen. Heaviest fish will be eliminated from stringers brought to the scales in excess of 5 fish. Total stringer weight per boat will determine place. Bass under 15" presented for weigh-in, regardless of species, will cause a one (1) pound penalty to be subtracted from total stringer weight plus loss of the short fish.  A one (1) pound penalty for each dead fish will be deducted from the total stringer weight.  Official board will be the Bass Pro Keeper Counter.  Frozen, iced, or mangled fish presented for weigh-in will result in immediate disqualification.
 
12. Late Penalty: All teams with fish to weigh must be inside the no-wake buoys by end of tournament hours and must check in     
      promptly (by boat #) with a tournament official at the designated area. Late penalty is 1 pound per minute up to 10       minutes, then disqualification, and no excuses. Weigh-in begins at the end of the tournament hours. 
 
13.  Protest: All protest must be submitted in writing and signed to the Tournament Officials within fifteen (15) minutes of the completion of the tournament. 
 
14.  Ties: All ties will be broken by 1) Big Bass, 2) most fish, and last 3) by lowest boat number.
15.  Insurance: Liability insurance is required of all contestants utilizing their boat in the tournament contests.
16. Waiver: Through your entry and entry fee, you waive and release all the other contestants, the host, sponsors, and tournament officials from all claims and/or damage incurred in connection with this tournament. 

17. Year-End-Tournament: Rules will be supplied on a separate flyer at the regular tournaments.
